
Phi Kappa Phi Honor Society Scholarships & Fellowships 

• Purpose  

o Phi Kappa Phi currently awards 51 Fellowships of $5,000 each and 6 at $15,000 each to 

members entering the first year of graduate or professional study. Each Phi Kappa Phi 

chapter (ECU Chapter Website may be found at www.ecu.edu/org/pkp) may select one 

candidate from among its local applicants to compete for the Society-wide awards. 50 Phi 

Kappa Phi Study Abroad Grants at $1,000 each are designed to help support undergraduates 

as they seek knowledge and experience in their academic fields by studying abroad.   

• Eligibility Requirements 

o Fellowship Requirements: 

▪ Student must be an active member of Phi Kappa or have accepted membership by 

June 30 of the year in which you are applying. 

▪ Student must have applied to enroll as a full-time student in a post-baccalaureate 

program of study for the current academic year. Accredited international institutions 

are acceptable. 

o Study Abroad Scholarship Requirements: 

▪ Student must attend an institution with an active Phi Kappa Phi chapter. 

▪ Student must have a grade point average of 3.75 or higher on a 4.0 scale. 

▪ Student’s study abroad program begins between May of application year to June of 

the following year 

▪ Student has applied to or been accepted into an accredited study abroad program 

before the session deadline and can provide a letter of acceptance or a letter 

confirming their application, on official letterhead, as part of your application. 

• Application Process 

o To apply for the Phi Kappa Phi Fellowship or Scholarships students must first contact ECU’s 

Phi Kappa Phi chapter to start the application process. 

o Students can expect the following requirements throughout the process: 

▪ Original application 

▪ Transcripts for all college coursework 

▪ Letters of recommendation 

▪ Official standardized test reports and work sample, if applicable. 

▪ Personal statement and career goals 

▪ Acceptance into study abroad session, if applicable 

o Application deadlines vary depending on award 

• Selection Process 

o Applications are reviewed and recipients will be notified in the summer
